Verse 27

The Command:
Do not commit adultery!




God says (6" commandment):

“You shall not commit adultery”

This commandment protects the

sacredness of marriage ordained
by God - Genesis 2: 24-25




PRIORITY: A man shall leave his
father and mother

PERMANENCE: Joined to his wife

ONENESS: They shall become one
flesh

OPENNESS: They were both naked
and not ashamed




ADULTERY = to have sex with

someone that is not your husband
or wife

God’s laws always provide for and
protect His people

God’s laws are an expression of His
love




Adultery involves sexual immorality
1 Thessalonians 4: 3-6

Sexual immorality = “porneia” = any
sexual act outside the
marriage covenant

“Flee from sexual immorality. All
other sins a man commits are outside
his body, but he who sins sexually

sins against his own body.”
1 Corinthians 6: 18




Verse 28

Jesus: Adultery starts
in the heart




Sin starts in the heart, the mind,
the inner man

GUARD YOUR HEART!
GUARD YOUR MIND!







The moral law focus = the act
“You shall not commit adultery”

Jesus’ focus is on the thought that
precedes the action:

“This | say to you, whoever looks

at a woman to lust for her has
already committed adultery with
her in his heart”

Look = present tense = continues to
look




You are not powerless in this battle,
you are, in fact, victors!

“IF” - Galatians 5: 16

If you “walk in the Spirit, you will not
fulfill the lust of the flesh”

Seeing something enticing is not the

sin; the continual look leading to lust is
the sin!

Lust = “epithumeo” = upon the mind;
to desire long after




CAREFUL:

Sow a thought - reap an action

Sow an action - reap a character

Sow a character - reap a destiny




Verse 29

Cut out anything that leads
to sin




Eye and touch go hand in hand -
CAREFUL!

Continual unrepentant sin in a life

is an indication they are in danger
of HELL

CUT IT OoUT!




All believers are viewed as overcomers
in Scripture

All have the Holy Spirit’s “kratos” power;
the power to say NO to our flesh and
YES to the Spirit!

All believers can “CUT IT OUT”, because

they can

All believers can “PRESS ON”, because
they can

ALL THROUGH THE HOLY SPIRIT’S
POWER!




Problem:

We all sin and we all sin a lot

For believers, all sin is under the blood

of Christ

For believers, your conscience and Holy

Spirit conviction will
keep you on track

For believers, examine yourselves to

see if you are in the faith
2 Corinthians 13: 5-6




Examine = to try or prove whether evil
or good

Test = “dokimazo” = to try or prove
whether worthy or not

Look deep inside your soul and be
honest!

Disqualified = “adokimos” = not
genuine
