The Parable of the Hidden Treasure



Nothing is more valuable than the Kingdom and 
being part of it – NOTHING!

The treasure is the Kingdom, which the saved 
will inhabit

The treasure is salvation which is worth 
everything!

The Kingdom was purchased for you by Christ 
and is of greatest value!!



Verse 45 - 46

The Pearl of Great Price
(not the Mormon book)



The pearl is the believer

The believer is born out of much torment and pain

What is that pain?

The death of the Lord Jesus, our Savior, our 
Redeemer, our Way Maker

Jesus paid the price for the “pearl of great price”

Jesus bought us!

Jesus laid it all on the line for us – Philippians 2: 5-8



Kenosis = self-emptying = Jesus voluntarily set aside His 
heavenly privileges – not His divinity

God became a man – Hypostatic Union – Jesus took on a 
human nature and remains God



Forever, Jesus is the God/man

Jesus’ sacrifice for His bride is unimaginable!

Remember:  Love is a verb, action

“God demonstrated His own love toward
us, in that while we were still sinners, 

Christ died for us”

The Parable of the Householder



The truth of the Kingdom must be shared with others

The scribes were responsible for speaking truth and 
writing down truth

The same is true for us!

What is truth?

That which is real, trustworthy and dependable

“One word of truth will outweigh the whole
world (of lies)” – Alexander Solzhenitsyn



“Truth is truth even if no one believes it, and lies are 
lies even if everyone believes it” - Oz Guiness

Truth does not yield to opinion, fashion, numbers, 
office or sincerity

Being a Christian is being a people of truth, 
practicing the truth

Speaking the truth dispels the lie!

Jesus spoke the truth, His disciples spoke the truth

We must speak and live out truth – God’s truth!



Verse 54 - 58

Jesus returns to His hometown - Nazareth



Jesus taught them – “they were astonished”

Yet, they rejected Him – “where does this man get His 
wisdom”

Jesus’ response - “A prophet is not without honor 
except in his own country and in
his own house”



Their response reeks of prejudice – pride!

Prejudice raises its ugly head in many ways, the 
most familiar is with different ethnic groups

It is deeper than that – many subconsciously, or 
consciously, discriminate by education, social 
status, name, wealth, fame, position, heritage – the 
list goes on!

The Bible says God is not a face looker!

God sees the heart, not the face, and so must we!
