The purpose of the question is to
discredit Jesus and to turn the people
against Him




Verse 4 - 6

God’s plan for marriage - Permanence




In typical Jesus fashion, He does not answer
the question

Jesus takes these Torah experts back to
Genesis (1: 27 and 2: 24)

God made two genders - male and female




There must be a DEPARTURE from the
parents - “ ... a man shall leave his father
and mother”

The two must DEPEND on one another -

“....be joined to his wife, and they
shall become one flesh”







The marriage covenant is to be DURABLE
until death -
“Therefore, what God has joined

together, let not man separate”







Verse 7 -9

Jesus on divorce




Jesus made it clear:

Divorce was permitted because of the
“hardness of your hearts”

The only exception clause to no divorce

is “sexual immovrality” (any sexual act
outside the marriage covenant)




Reasons for divorce in Scripture:

1) Death of a spouse ends the marriage covenant
- 1 Corinthians 7: 39
- Romans 7: 2

2) Sexual immorality
- Matthew 5: 32
- Matthew 19: 9

3) Desertion of the unbelieving spouse

- 1 Corinthians 7: 15




Verse 10-12

It is easy to miss the point




Disciples think Jesus’ parameters are so narrow
that it would be better not to marry

Jesus is not saying that celibacy is better than
marriage

A life of singleness means a life of celibacy,
(no sex), to fully dedicate their lives to the
service of God

“He who is able to accept it, let him accept it”




Verse 13-15

Jesus and the little children




People who come to Christ must come as
children, i.e., no position, no status, as a

child

To get into the Kingdom, childlike trust and

humility are essential!

The tenderness of Jesus:

“He laid His hands on them and
departed from there”
