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What did the sad Sadducees believe?

The sad Sadducees believed in the
first 5 books of the Bible

They denied the resurrection of

the dead, the afterlife, and the
existence of angels and demons




Verse 23 - 24

The sad Sadducees spring their trap




This had to do with the Levirate law in
Deuteronomy 25: 6-7

If a husband died without a son, the
brother would marry his wife to
produce an heir

This ensured the family name
continued, and property holdings
were kept in the family




Verse 25 - 28

The childless widow and seven brothers




The childless wife is passed to seven
brothers, no children resulted

The trap question:
“In the resurrection, whose wife
of the seven will she be?

The sad Sadducees were trying to
demonstrate the absurdity of the
resurrection




World Think:

Resurrection is for the dull, silly,
ignorant, superstitious, and for

the simpletons

This is how natural man views
spiritual things - foolishness!
1 Corinthians 2: 14

Paul addresses the foolishness of mankind’s
philosophies







Satan does his best to undermine the
resurrection

Destroy the resurrection and destroy
Christianity

The world must deal with the fact:
THE TOMB WAS EMPTY!




Verse 29

Jesus’ response: You are Mistaken!




Fact statements in Scripture concerning the
resurrection - here are a few:

John 11: 25-26
John 6: 40

Daniel 12: 1-2

Verse 30

Our resurrection state is clarified




Jesus could not be more clear, sad
Sadducees, there is a resurrection!

Oh, by the way, sad Sadducees, angels are
also real!

Believers will be like the angels

Elect angels = angels that chose not to side
with Satan in his rebellion against God

1 Timothy 5: 21




God has given His higher creation (angels

and humans) the ability to choose contrary to
Him

Those who are elect have received the divine
call to be loyal to God

Believers will be like the elect angels,
confirmed in their character and enjoy the
presence of God forever!




Verse 31- 32

God is the God of the living




Jesus hits the sad Sadducees between the
eyes with, “have you not read?”

Jesus expects these Torah readers to know
the Scriptures, to be familiar with the “I AM”!

Seven times in the Book of John, Jesus
identifies Himself as the “1 AM”

“I AM” in Greek is “Ego Emi”, | AM He who
exists, | AM the eternal presence
