THE FIRST THREE TRIALS WERE RELIGIOUS

1) ANNAS: Jesus’ first illegal trial
- Held at night, no specific charges
given - GUILTY!

2) CAIAPHAS: lllegal trial

- Held at night; false withesses
- Convicted of blasphemy - GUILTY!

3) SANHEDRIN: Illegal trial; 71 ruling men of
Israel

- No withesses; convicted of
blasphemy - GUILTY!




THE SECOND THREE TRIALS WERE CIVIL

4) PILATE: lllegal; kept under arrest though found
innocent, charged with treason - GUILTY!

5) HEROD: lllegal; no defense attorney, no charges,
mistreated and sent back to Pilate -
GUILTY!

6) PILATE: Illlegal ; without proof, charged with
treason, not proven - GUILTY!




Peter followed Jesus at a distance

Peter wanted to be faithful; he wanted to prove
Jesus wrong; he would not stumble

Peter is going through the struggle of faith
versus fear, and fear won out!




Verse 59 - 61

A Stacked Court




A sham trial, a stacked court (verse 59)

Not one false witnhess, out of a parade of
withesses, was credible - no two agreed!




Verse 62 - 65

Jesus: Calm under pressure
in a sham trial




Jesus kept silent - 700 years prior, Isaiah, the
prophet, spoke about that moment



The high priest, frazzled, angry and hysterical,
plays his trump card:

“I put you under oath by the living
God: Tell us if you are the Christ,
the Son of God!”

Jesus responds to this legal request:
“It is as you said.”

He is indicating | Am Messiah, the Son of God!




Jesus gives two proofs that He is the Son of God:

1) He is sitting at the right hand of God

2) | will return on the clouds of heaven







The Rapture is not the Second Coming; we meet
Jesus in the air

At the Second Coming, Jesus returns to earth to

reign as KING OF KINGS AND LORD OF LORDS!







“The high priest tore his clothes, saying, “He has
spoken blasphemy!” (punishable by DEATH!)

Caiaphas could barely contain his giddiness and
he pounces on the opportunity to GET JESUS!

Caiaphas sent Jesus to the Sanhedrin - the final
step in the religious trials




Verse 66 - 68

The Sanhedrin confirm: GUILTY!




Their hatred of Jesus could not be contained any
longer

Jesus is God!
Jesus is their Creator!

Unfathomable what they would do to the Son of
God!

Persecution is to be expected - Jesus warned us!
