“When they saw Him, they worshipped Him”

True worship and service go hand in hand
Romans 12: 2

Many today worship and serve the idols of this world
and don’t know it

The disciples worshipped Jesus, yet some doubted,
How does that work?

Doubt = to waiver in opinion, to hesitate believing

Doubt is a common experience; doubt can creep
into the most fervent Christian




Doubt for a believer is not pleasing to God -
TRUST IS

“....those who are in the flesh cannot please God.”
Romans 8: 8

Flesh = unredeemed humanness (John MacArthur)

Doubting is a flesh thing, not a Spirit thing

A tug of war exists for control of your soul -
your thoughts, feelings, emotions







Victory over the flesh is found in walking in the Spirit
Galatians 5: 16

Beware of doubt casters:
The world, the flesh and
the devil

You are living in a world that doubts God and His Word

When we doubt God, we are walking in agreement with
Satan, the doubt caster!




The disciples doubted in the face of evidence:

The resurrected Jesus, the miracles surrounding
Jesus’ death (the veil was torn, the earthquake,
the rocks split, graves were opened, dead saints
walking around Jerusalem, etc.)

What are these guys needing? What do we need?
Holy Spirit power

Jesus’ promise: John 14:16

“I will pray the Father and He will give you another
Helper that He may abide with you forever”




Jesus’ promise:

Acts 1: 8 - PENTECOST!

What does doubting mean to me today?

The right stressor at the wrong time and any
believer can revert to doubt

There is no exception clause here

Wherever God has placed you, whatever job you
have, be a disciple and an influencer for Christ

Every believer has a divine mission given to them

by God

PRINCIPLE:

Join God where He is working




Go and Baptize:

Baptism is a full public commitment
to follow Jesus and His teachings

Go and Teach what you learned from Jesus and His
Word

Go and Do - Do not sit and watch

Jesus’ promise:

“ am with you always, even to the
end of the age”
